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The Lens Division will continue several key initiatives in 2010 such as:

· Leading the industry in technical areas with work done by the Mass Lens Manufacturers Committee – the committee that spearheaded the industry response to the FDA on the drop ball test – and through the newly-created Lens Country Of Origin Task Force which is working to improve warehouse automation.

· Providing the division members with pertinent financial information with the Lens Credit Reporting Service.  Currently, there are modifications underway to make this program more advantageous to other member segments.

· Indicating lens movement at the wholesale level through the Lens Shipment Program, which tracks approximately 80 percent  of the lenses sold in the United States.

· Educating eye care professionals through the popular Lenses & Lifestyles continuing education program.  Over 2,000 eye care professionals have been educated through this program by offerings at the Vision Expos, self-study programs and most recently, migrating to an online seminar.
